(A) This licence is supplemental and collateral to the Lease and Underlease.
(B) The Landlord is entitled to the immediate reversion to the Lease.

(C) The residue of the term granted by the Lease is vested in the Tenant.

(D) The Tenant intends to grant the Underlease and, under the terms of the Lease, requires the consent of the Landlord to that underletting.

Agreed terms

1. TC "1. Interpretation" \l 1Interpretation

The following definitions and rules of interpretation apply in this licence.

1.1 Definitions:

Lease: a lease of the Property dated 1st March 2002 for a term of 150 years from 25th December 2000 made between Chichester District Council (1) and Amberley House Investments Limited and all documents supplemental or collateral to that lease.
LTA 1954: Landlord and Tenant Act 1954.
LTCA 1995: Landlord and Tenant (Covenants) Act 1995.
Property: Plot 5b Terminus Road Chichester West Sussex as more particularly described in and demised by the Lease.
Underlease: an underlease of the whole of the Property to be entered into between the Tenant (1) and the Undertenant (2) in the form attached to this licence.
1.2 References to the Landlord include a reference to the person entitled to the immediate reversion to the Lease from time to time. Except in the definition of Underlease and in clause

2, references to the Tenant and the Undertenant include a reference to their respective successors in title and assigns.
1.3 The expression tenant covenants has the meaning given to it by the LTCA 1995.

1.4 Clause, Schedule and paragraph headings shall not affect the interpretation of this licence.

1.5 A person includes a natural person, corporate or unincorporated body (whether or not having separate legal personality).

1.6 Unless the context otherwise requires, words in the singular shall include the plural and in the plural shall include the singular.

1.7 Unless the context otherwise requires, a reference to one gender shall include a reference to the other genders.

1.8 Unless otherwise specified, a reference to legislation or a legislative provision is a reference to it as amended, extended or re-enacted from time to time. 

1.9 A reference to legislation or a legislative provision shall include all subordinate legislation made from time to time under that legislation or legislative provision.

1.10 A reference to laws in general is a reference to all local, national and directly applicable supra-national laws as amended, extended or re-enacted from time to time and shall include all subordinate laws made from time to time under them and all orders, notices, codes of practice and guidance made under them.

1.11 Unless otherwise specified, a reference to writing or written includes fax but not email.

1.12 Any obligation on a party not to do something includes an obligation not to allow that thing to be done.

1.13 A reference to this licence or to any other agreement or document is a reference to this licence or such other agreement or document as varied or novated (in each case, other than in breach of the provisions of this licence) from time to time.

1.14 Unless the context otherwise requires, references to clauses and Schedule are to the clauses and Schedule of this licence and references to paragraphs are to paragraphs of the Schedule.

1.15 Any words following the terms including, include, in particular, for example or any similar expression shall be construed as illustrative and shall not limit the sense of the words, description, definition, phrase or term preceding those terms.

1.16 A working day is any day, other than a Saturday, a Sunday, a bank holiday or a public holiday in England OR Wales.

2.2, the Landlord consents to the grant of the Underlease by the Tenant.

2.2 The consent given by clause

2.1 is valid for three months from and including the date of this licence. If that consent ceases to be valid before the Underlease is completed, all the terms of this licence (except clause

2.1) shall remain in force.

2.3 Nothing in this licence shall operate to waive or be deemed to waive any subsisting breach of the tenant covenants of the Lease.

2.4 This consent does not obviate the need for the consent or licence of any person other than the Landlord that may be required for the grant of the Underlease.

2.5 The Underlease shall be in the form of the draft annexed to this licence.

3. TC "3. Obligations relating to the Underlease" \l 1Obligations relating to the Underlease

3.1 Within one month after the grant of the Underlease, the Tenant shall:MACROBUTTON optional
(a) notify the Landlord of the grant;
(b) send the Landlord a certified copy of the Underlease; and

(c) pay the Landlord's registration fee of £50 plus value added tax.
3.2 The Tenant shall enforce the tenant covenants of the Underlease and not release any of them nor waive any breach of them.

3.3 

On any rent review under the Underlease, the Tenant shall:

(a) ensure that the review is carried out in accordance with the Underlease;

(b) not agree any revised rent without the consent of the Landlord, such consent not to be unreasonably withheld; and

(c) ensure that where the amount of the revised rent is being determined by an independent third party, the Landlord's representations concerning the revised rent are put to that third party to the reasonable satisfaction of the Landlord.

4. TC "4. [Direct covenant with the landlord" \l 1Direct covenant with the landlord


The Undertenant covenants with the Landlord that, at all times when the Undertenant is bound by the tenant covenants of the Underlease, the Undertenant shall:

(a) pay the rents reserved by the Underlease and observe and perform the tenant covenants in the Underlease and not suffer, permit or omit to do anything at or in relation to the Property or the Underlease that will or may constitute a breach of those tenant covenants; and

(b) observe and perform the tenant covenants in the Lease (except for the covenants to pay the rents reserved by the Lease) and not do, suffer, permit or omit to do any act or thing at, or in relation to, the Property that would, or might, cause the Tenant to be in breach of any such covenant or condition in the Lease; and
(c) on or before any assignment of the Underlease, procure that the assignee enters into a direct covenant with the Landlord on the same terms as this clause

5. TC "7. Costs" \l 1Costs

On completion of this licence the Tenant shall pay the reasonable costs and disbursements of the Landlord, its solicitors and its managing agents in connection with this licence. This obligation extends to costs and disbursements assessed on a full indemnity basis and to any value added tax in respect of those costs and disbursements except to the extent that the Landlord is able to recover such value added tax.

6. TC "8. The right of re-entry in the Lease" \l 1The right of re-entry in the Lease

The right of re-entry in the Lease shall be exercisable if any covenant or condition of this licence is breached, as well as if any of the events stated in the provision for re-entry in the Lease occurs.

7. TC "9. Indemnity" \l 1Indemnity 

The Tenant and the Undertenant shall indemnify the Landlord against all liabilities, costs, expenses, damages and losses suffered or incurred by the Landlord arising out of or in connection with any breach of their respective obligations in this licence.

8. TC "10. Notices" \l 1Notices

8.1 Any notice given to a party under or in connection with this licence shall be in writing and shall be delivered by hand, or sent by pre-paid first-class post, or other next working day delivery service, at the address given for that party in this licence or as otherwise notified in writing to each other party.

8.2 Any notice shall be deemed to have been received:

(a) if delivered by hand, at the time the notice is left at the proper address; or 
(b) if sent by pre-paid first-class post or other next working day delivery service, at 9.00 am on the second working day after posting or at the time recorded by the delivery service.

The party to whom those obligations and liabilities are owed may take action against, or release or compromise the liability of, or grant time or other indulgence to, any one of those persons, without affecting the liability of any other of them.
